What WCMA Offers to lts Members

Year-Round Internship: WCMA will provide the host agency matching funds up to
$10,000 per year for an average of 20 hour per week. Matching funds are also available
for 15 hours ($7500) or 10 hours ($5000) per week. While WCMA grant funding for year-
round internships are mostly designed and targeted towards graduate level work,
WCMA will still consider applications for year-round undergraduate internships.
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* Professional Conferences provide sessions that feature current best practices
and innovations in local government management. They serve as a training
session to develop managerial skills. Conferences also offer ICMA
Credentialed Manager Credit.
